TO THE CWNER

These instructions were written to assist you in the assembly and operation of your Scavenger, READ
THE INSTRUCTIONS thoroughly BEFORE attempting to assemble and operate the machine so that
you are familiar with the compiete procedure and the safety precautions.

RULES FOR SAFE OPERATION

The following safety precautions are suggested o prevent
damage to the equipment or injury to the operator or nearby
persons.

1. Do not allow anyone to operate the Scavenger without proper instructions.
2. Do not permit children to operate the Scavenger.
3. Do not sweep too close to fire. Ingesting hot ashes will ignite the bag.

4. Stop the engine before reaching into the intake nozzle or discharge chute to
dislodge sticks or other debris.

8. Stopthe Engine before attempting to make any adjustment or performing any
maintenance work on the Scavenger.

6. When working on the engine, always remove the spark plug wire from the
engine and attach it to the V shaped clip on the engine head.

7. Do not run the engine in an enclosed area. Exhaust gases contain carbon
monoxide, an odorless and deadly poison.

8. Do not fill the fuel tank while the engine is running. Spilling gasoline on a hot
engine may cause a fire or an explosion.

9. While machine is running, do not leave it unattended.

10. Before using the machine to pick up debris, police the area to be cleanedfirst,
picking up any large objects such as cans, toys, dog bones and chunks of
wood. If these pass through the machine, they could damage the impeller,
bend the engine crankshaft or put a hole in the bag.

11. Avoid using the machine in dangerous places where steep slopes or loose
debris will endanger the safety of the operator or other people.

12. Keep all nuts, bolts and screws tight to be sure the Scavenger is in safe
working condition.

13. Follow the maintenance instructions as outlined in this manual.
14. Do notstart or run engine unless bag is properly secured as injury may result.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

. Lower Handle has {o be attached to the side of

the unit at side plate in between the two wheels,
Remove the Hex. l.ock Nut from the bolt on the
end of lower handie and insert the bolt into the
hole in the side plate with the handle and flat-
washer against the side,

Add the Hex. Lock Nut back and tighten, Repeat
for opposite side.

To attach the upper handies to the lower handles,
remove contour head bolts, lockwashers and
hex nuts.

Slide the ends of the upper handles down over
the ends of the lower handles.

. Re-insert the countour head boits into the

handles and screw on the lockwasher and hex.
nut,

NOTE: Be sure torque knobs are tightened
securely.

DUST BAG CARE

1.

Keep the Dust Bag clean at ail times.

2. Toclean the Dust Bag, turn the bag inside out

and reattach to the sweeper.

Startthe engine and run at full throttie. Lightty
tap the bag to release the dust trapped in the
weave,

When the bag is clean, remove it and turn it
right side out again. Reattach to the sweepear
and resume sweeping.

DO NOTwash the Dust Bag to clean. Washing
will shrink the material, reducing air flow through
the bag and seriously reduce vacuum.

The efticiency of this unit depends on the breath-
ing capacity of the Dust Bag. Under extremely
dusty conditions the bag should be emptied and
cleaned frequently. Always empty and clean bag
before storing afteruse. Debrisallowedtoremain
in the bag may cause spontaneous combustion,
resulting in an explosion or fire.

ATTACHING DUST BAG

1. Attach the dust bag to the sweeper by placing
the loops over the handles.

2. Bag hooks are not necessary on new manual
Scavengers with Bag Platform. The Bag Platform
will help support the bag. If your unit is used for
any reason without the Bag Platform, then bag
hooks should be used on the lower straps and
lower crossbar,

3. To prevent loss of the bag hooks, be sure that
the end of the hooks are closed afterattaching
to the bag straps. This can be done by a light
blowwitha hammeror by squeezingthe pliers.

Slide the bag deflector over the discharge chute,
as shown. Engage the strap into the buckle and
tighten to retain bag deflector, Sliptheneckofthe
bagoverthebag deflectoranddischarge housing
until the tightening strap passes over the bag
deftector to rest on the discharge housing. Pull
the strap tight to secure the bag to the unit.

NOTE: Unit can be used as a blower by removing
bag and reversing deflector.
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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

HEIGHT ADJUSTMENT:

With the new side 5 position wheel adjustment it
has been made possible to sweep up againstthe
curbs, buildings, etc., from both sides or front.
The height of the intake nozzle can be adjusted
by the two smaller side wheels. By pulling the
spring lever away from the bracket you will be
able to move the tire up or down. Be sure the pin
on the lever is properly seated in one of the 5
holes inthe bracket. Move the tire up ordownthe
same amount on both sides. NOTE: Be sure
wheels are locked into position and level.

BAG PLATFORM:

Remove the contour Hd. bolt, lockwasher ans -,
hex. nutfrom the open end ofthe bag platformo.  :
each side. insert the ends of the bag platform

onto the ends of the end caps as shown. Insert
the contour bolt through tubing and end cap and
secure with lockwasher and hex. nut. Your bag
platform was made to support the bag and keep it
from dragging the floor, do notuse it to carry any -
other object because damage may occur.

TOWING INSTRUCTIONS

The Scavenger may be towed by tractor from the
back of the unit. This will require the purchase of
an optional trailing hitch kit to provide properly
controlled towing.

The Trailing Hitch Kit is attached directly to the
bag platform and lower sideplates. { can be used
on manual push type Scavengers only. Allinstruc-
tions and hardware necessary to assemble and
operate the hitch will be included in the kit.
Towing the unit by any other means could result
in damage to the unit and/or operator. To order a
Trailing Hitch Kit see yourlocal Parker distributor
or Parker Sweeper Company directly.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

IMPORTANT - Read the engine instruction
manualand add the proper gasoline and oilto the
engine,

1.

To start the engine, place the throttle control
lever on the engine in the start position.

To stop the engine, move the throttle control
tever to stop positicn. The engine has a built-in
stop switch.

- For maximum vacuum, operate machine at full

throttle.

« To adjust the nozzle height above the ground,

raise or lower the side wheels to the required
positicn. For best resulls on a hard paved sur-
face the nozzle shouid be about 1/2” ahove
surface. For picking up lawn debris, the nozzle
should be about 1%4" above the top of the grass.

MAINTENANCE INSTRUCTIONS

Be sure to keep the oil at the proper tevel in
the engine. Check the oil level each time you
fill the fuel tank.

Clean the engine air cleaner every 10 hours of
operation. (Dosomore often under dusty condi-
tions.) If it is punctured, torn, or uncleanable, it
should be replaced.

Keep the dust bag clean and dry. Clean the
bag thoroughly aftereach use. A dirty bag wiil
reduce the efficiency of the machine.

To drain the crankcase oil from the engine,
we have provided a siphon pump. To use it
runthe engine for a short time to warm the oil

and make it flow more easily. Then remove
the cap from the filler hole in the engine and
insert the plastic tube into the hole. Hold the
pump below the bottom of the crankcase and
squeeze it several times until oil appears in
the tube ahove the pump, then disconnect
the pump from the tube and allow the oil to
siphoninto a container for disposal. DISPOSE
OF PROPERLY.

Once a year, remove the wheels and add
fresh grease in the teeth of the gears. Also,
before each use oil the wheel axles through
the oil holes in the wheel hubs.
