GENERAL INFORMATION

With carton open and fop insert removed, remove the
Upper Handles and Front Wheel. Also, remove the side
inserts that fit over Wheels.

Lay carfon over so the back of unit is toward Hoor.

Lift up and pull back on Lower Handles o disengage
Wheels from the lower inserts, Pull unit out of carton.

Set carton and inserts aside, Do Not discard any of
the inserts or the carton uniit the unit is completely
assembled.

CALFTION! Never work on the unit without first remoy-
ing the spark plug wire from the spark plug. This will pre-
vent false starling of the engine. Check 1o make sure
spark plug wire is disconnected hefore continuing
these instructions.

ASSEMBLING FRONT WHEEL TO UNIT

NOTE: The numbers in parenthesis refer to those used in

the adjoining AF-870 and the exploded view of HT-8850 on

plate number 1455 to the back of this Owner’s Guide.

1. Remove Hex Hd. Bolts, Flatwashers and Hex Lock Nuts
from Wheel Arm Assembly (12).

2. Insert Hex Hd. Bolts up through two holes in Whee! Arm
Assembly (12},

3. Place Wheel Arm Assembly (12) to bottom of Blower
Housing (7), inserting Bolts through holes in Housing (7).

4, Assemble one Flatwasher to each Bolt and secure with
Hex Lock Nuts.

NOTE: The numbers in parenthesis refer to those used in
the adjoining AF-871 and the exploded view of HT-8850 on
plate number 1455 to the back of this Owner's Guide.

1. Remove the four Hex Hd. Bolts {28) and Lock Nuts (38)
from lower ends of Upper Handles (23).

2. Slide Upper Handles (23} down over ends of LLower Handles
(13). Align holes and reassemble Hex Hd. Bolts (28} and
Lock Nuts (38). DO NOT TIGHTEN.

3. Remove the Hex Hd. Bolt (28) and Lock Nut{38) from top
hole in Upper Handle (23) that is not assembled with
Cross Brace (24).

4. Align hole in Upper Handle (23) with hole in Cross Brace
(24} and reassemble Hex Hd. Boli (28) and Lock Nut
(38},

5 Tighten all hardware.

OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE INSTRUCTIONS

WARMING: The engine contains no oil when shipped. Read
the Engine Instruction Manual and add the proper iype and
amount of oil and gas before starting engine.

1. Read engine manual carefuily. Be sure to know how to
start and stop engine before operating unit.

2. Replace spark plug wire to spark plug.

3. Engine should be “broken in” by running at 1/2 throitle
for 30 minutes and full throttle for an additional 30 minutes.

4. The unit is designed to operate at full throtile, and will
work effectively by either pushing or pulling.

5. Toclean an area, start at the outer perimeter and blow the
material toward the center. Ciean a row against buildings
and fencerows and work to the center from clean path,

6. When cleaning large areas or if debris is very dense, it
may be best 1o split the area into smaller plots and blow
the material into several small piles rather than one large
one. As the area being cleaned becomes smaller, reduce
the engine speed to prevent blowing the collected debris
into the area already cleaned.

7. Check engine oil level every time engine is refusled.
WARNING: When refueiing, care should be taken not to
spill fuel on hotengine. This could cause the fuel to ignite,
resulting in serious injury to operator or damage to unit.

8. KEEP ENGINE CLEAN.

Refer to Engine Manufacturer’s Service Manual. Careful

altention to care of air cleaner and crankcase lubrication
instructions will insure longer engine life.
