TOTHE OWNER

These instructions were written to assist you in the assembly and operation of your Hurricane. READ
THE INSTRUCTIONS thoroughly BEFORE attempting to assemble and operate the machine so that
you are familiar with the complete procedure and the safety precautions.

RULES FOR SAFE OPERATION

The following safety precautions are suggested to prevent

damage to the equipment or injury to the operator or nearby

persons,

1. TO PREVENT ACCIDENTAL STARTING ALWAYS REMOVE THE SPARK
- PLUG before working on the engine or equipment driven by the engine,

2. DO NOT RUN THE ENGINE IN AN ENCLOSED AREA, Exhaust gases contain
carbon monoxide which is an ordorless and deadly poison.

3. DO NOT FILL GASCLINE TANK WHILE ENGINE 1S HOT OR RUNNING.
Spilling gasoline on a hot engine may cause a fire or explosion.

DO NOT leave machine unatiended while running.

5. DO NOTALLOW machine to blow in direction of peopie or objects that could
be injured by blown materials.

8. AVOID operating machine in dangerous places wheare steep slopes or loose
debris will endanger the safety of operator or other people.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Before starting the engine, read the Operating and Maintenance instruction Manual.
Add proper gasoline and oil to correct level.

2. Engine should be “broken in” by running at 1/2 throttle for 30 minutes and full throttle
for an additional 30 minutes.

3. Machine will operate effectively by either pushing or pulling.

4. For moving heavy debris such as sticks, cleaning out flower beds, anything heavier
than leaves, use the deflector in the down position.

5. Forcontrolled blowing of leaves into windrows and stacking use the deflectorinthe up
position.

UNPACKING
1. Remove all ioose items from the carton.

2. Do not discard the carton or inserts until the unit is com-
pletely assembled.

3. Whenever the terms left or right hand, or “L.” and "R”, are
used, it means from a position standing behind the unit
facing forward. All hardware is on the unit in its proper
location.

HANDLE ASSEMBLY

NOTE: See AF-380 Handle Assembly to the back of this

owner’s guide for reference to numbers used in the follow-

ing instructions.

1. Remove Hex Hd, Bolis(7)and Hex Lock Nuts (9) from the
bottoms of the Upper Handles (1) and (10).

2. Place Upper Handles (1) and (10) over the ends of the
Middle Handles {4).

3. Align the lower holes in both Upper and Middle Handles.
Replace Hex Hd. Bolis {7), removed in step 1, to each of
the lower holes.

4. Lift Handles until the Back Braces (5) can be assembiled
io Bolts (7) assembled in step 3. Assemble Hex Lock
Nuts (2). DO NOT TIGHTEN.

5. Align the upper holes in both Upper and Middle Handles.

Assemble the remaining two Hex Hd. Bolts (7} and Hex
Lock Nuts (9). DO NOT TIGHTEN.
NOTE: Check Alignment of Handle. The Hex Lock Nuts
have been left loose to allow movement between the
holes and the Bolts. Do not bend tubing to accomplish
proper alignment.

8. Once Handles are aligned tighten all Hex Lock Nuts (9).
NOTE: Nuts should be tightened enough that at least two
of the Bolt threads extend through the Nut. it may be
necessary to collapse the tubing SLIGHTLY to accom-
plish this.

OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE INSTRUCTI

WARNING: The engine contains no oil when shipped. Read
the Engine Instruction Manual and add the proper type and
amotuint of oit and gas before starting engine.

1. Read engine manual carefully, Be sure 1o know how o
start and stop engine before operating unit.

2. The unit is designed to operate at full throttle, and will
work effectively by either pushing or pulling.

3. Toclean an area, start at the oufer perimeter and blow the
material toward the center,

4. When cleaning large areas or if debris is very dense, it
may be best to split the area into smaller plots and blow
the material into several small piles rather than one large
one. As the area being cleaned becomes smailer, reduce
the engine speed to prevent blowing the collected debris
into the area already cleaned.

8. The Air Deflector can be adjusted up or down per your
requirements, by loosening the Wing Nut. When blowing
heavy debris, such as wetieaves ortwigs use Deflectorin
down position. Place Deflector in up position for blowing
dry leaves and other light debris.
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THROTTLE HOOKUP

1. Remove Throtite Control (16) from the right Middle
Handie (4).

2. Straighten the Throttle Cable out and run it up the Lefi
Hand Handles (10} and (4).

3. Attach the Throttle Control (186) to the Upper Left Hand
Handle (10) with the two Oval Head Screws (15Yand Hex
Nuts (18} furnished,

4. Attach Snap-On Clamp {8) to Handle to secure Throitle
Cable.

5, Make sure no bends are less than 8" radius.
