ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

1. Raise upper frame (see Fig. 1} until end sits on end
of lower frame.

2. Position two rounded brackets at Point A, Fig. 1,
and hold with two short bolts and two nuts, As-
semble opposite side similarly and tighten nuts.

3. At Point B, Fig. 1, release basket bottom from be-
hind upper frame, by lifting vp until washer and
bolt assembly can be moved toward center of ma-
chine, Allow basket bottom to drop to lower frame
extension.

4, Swing upper basket frame (see Fig. 1) over to rear
of sweeper.

5. Position lower basket frame onte aluminum casting
at Point C, Fig. 2. Insert long boit through hole and
add short rounded bracket and nut. Assemble op-
posite side similarly and tighten nuts.

6. Remove nut at Point D on lower basket frame at
front, Fig. 3. Position end of long straight bar {(bas-
ket brace) onto bolt and replace nut. Assemble op-
posite bar {basket brace) the same and tighten nuts.
(Tur:: to Basket Assembly, Fig. 3 in parts list, for
. ussembled view).

7. Turn 1o Fig. 4 (Hitch Assembly). Remove Ref. 2 from
short heavy pin, Ref. 4. Position hitch onto Ref. 4
and lock in place with Ref. 2,

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Brush Height Adjustment. Loosen large wing ‘nut, Ref,
No. 24, Fig. 2. To raise brushes to extreme height, pulil
sweeping unit forward as far as slots in brush adjust-
ment brackets, Ref. No. 1, Fig. 2, will permit. To lower
brushes to lowest position, push sweeping unit back-
ward as far as slots will permit. Secure wing nut when
desired brush adjustment is obfained.

Hood Height Adjustment. Loosen two wing nuts, Ref,
MNo. 4, Fig. 1, and adjust hood, Ref. No. 4, to desired
height. Retighten wing nuts,

t. For grass clippings or leaves, adjust hood and
brushes at highest position. After trial run on lawn,
should the settings be too high, lower slightly and try
again until correct setting is found. Brush life may be
prolonged by adjusting so centact with ground is light,
The lighter the contact, the longer the wear and easier
to pull.

2. For patio, sidewalk and driveway sweeping, adjust
hood to bottom position. The hood is in correct position
when is does not drag or throw sweepings ahead of
sweeper, Also adjust brushes so they just contact
cement.

NOTE: iF SWEEPER PULLS HARD, THE BRUSHES OR
HOQOD ARE SET TCO LOW. .

Basket Dumping. The load is dumped from basket by
pulling basket forward with rope, causing basket o
pivot inta a semi-inverted position. When fcad is dis-

charged, alfow rope and basket to return to its normal
position. .
Maintenance. Place a few drops of oil into the two
oilers which are located on each side plate, Ref. Nos,
7 and 17 of Fig. 1, every time the machine is used. The
wheels and casters should be lubricated at the same
time. A drep or two of oil should alse be applied occas-
ionally to the basket pivot block, Ref, No. 24, Fig. 3.
Care and Replacement of Brushes. The brushes used on
this sweeper are made of the finest bristles that will give
years of service if given propercare. Shouldthey become
bent from constant use, it is possible to straighten bristles
by reversing the brushes on the reel shaft, so that the
sweeping pressure is applied from the opposite side.

To reverse or replace brushes:
I, Jurn sweeper upside down.

2. Remove cap screws & clamps items 8 & 24 Fig. 3 which
hold the brush strips to the reel shaft brackets. Reverse
and replace the brush strip and clamps, then retighten
the cap screws.

CAUTION: The brush fiber and basket material will burn if -
in contact with open fHlame. Avoid dumping basket near
fire.

Basket Care. To insure longer basket life empty after
each use.
