HULES FOR SAFE OPERATION

The following safety precautions are suggested to prevent
damage to the equipment or injury to the operator or nearby
persons.

. Do not allow anyone to operate the Vac-35 without proper instructions.

. Do not permit children to operate the Vac-35.

. Do not sweep {00 close to fire, Ingesting hot ashes will ignite the bag.

. Stop the engine before reaching into the intake nozzle or discharge chute to

dislodge sticks or other debris.

. Stop the engine before attempting to make any adjustment or performing any

maintenance work on the Vac-35.

.Whenworking onthe engine, always remove the spark plug wire from the engine

and attach it to the V shaped clip on the engine head.

Do not run the engine in an enclosed area. Exhaust gases contain carbon

monoxide, an odorless and deadly poison.

. Do not fill the fuel tank while the engine is running. Spilling gasoline on a hot

angine may cause a fire or an explosion.

. While machine is running, do not leave i unattended.
. Before using the machine to pick up debris, police the area to be cleaned first,

picking up any large cbjects such as cans, toys, dog bones and chunks of wood.
If these pass through the machine, they could damage the impeller, bend the
engine crankshaft or put a hole in the bag.

Avoid using the machine in dangerous places where steep siopes or loose
debris will endanger the safety of the operator or other people.

Keep all nuts, bolts and screws tight to be sure the Vac-35 is in safe working
condition.

Follow the maintenance instructions as outlined in this manual.

Do not start or run engine unless bag is properly secured as Injury may result,

UNPACKING
1. Remove all loose items from carton,

2. Use a hammer or nait puller to remove carton from
wooden base.

3. Do not discard the carton or inserts until the unit is com-
pletely assembled.

4. Whenever the terms left or right hand, or “L” and “R”, are
used, it means from a position standing behind the unit
facing forward. All hardware is on the unit in its proper
location.

ASSEMBLING HANDLES
1. Place Back Braces behind unit, laying on ficor.

2. Remove the Lock Nuts, Hex Hd. Bolts, and Flatwashers
from ends of Middle Mandle Assembly, leaving inserts
in place.

3. Align lower holes in Middle Handle Assembly with the
top holes in Handie Brackets. NOTE: The Middie Handle
Assembly must be o the outside of Handle Brackets.

4. Replace hardware removed in step 2, as shown in AF-744.
Do Not Tighten.

5. Remove the four Hex Hd. Bolts and Lock Nuts from lower
ends of Upper Handle Assembly.

6. Place Upper Handle Assembly down over top ends of
Middle Handle Assembiy.

7. Align lower holes in both the Upper and Middle Handle
Assemblies. Replace one Hex Hd. Bolt in each hole.
Do Not reassemble Lock Nuis.

8. 1.ift Upper and Middle Handle Assemblies until Back
Braces can be assembled to Hex Hd. Bolts. Assembile
Lock Nuts.

Do Not Tighten.

9. Align upper holes inUpper and Middle Handle Assembilies.
Assembie Hex Hd. Bolts and Lock Nut. Tighten All Nuts.

THROTTLE HOOKUP

1. To assemble Throttle Control, remove the Throttle Control
from around the Engine and straighten the Throttle Cable
behind the unit.

2. Remove the Snap-On Clamp from the Right Hand Middle
Handte Assembly. Pulithe bottom of the Throttle Cable to
the Left Hand Back Brace and secure with Snap-On
Clamp.

3. Remove the Rd. Hd. Screws and Lock Nuis from the
Throttle Conirol, by the Lever, and continue o run Cable
up the Left Hand Handle.

NOTE: The Throtile Control Lever must be on the outside
of Handle.

4. Place the Rd. Hd. Screws through Handle from inside,
attach Throtile Control Lever and secure with Lock Nuts.
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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS (cont.)
NOTE FAILURE TO OBSERVE SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS MAY RESULT IN SERIGUS INJURY.

ATTACHING DEFLECTOR

1. Remove the hex hd. bolis, lock nuts, and flatwashers that
hotd the retaining ring to the neck of the blower housing.
DO NOT remove retaining ring.

2. Align the holes in the Spin-Pak® with the three upper
holes in the retaining ring and blower housing.

3. Replace hardware and tighten.

BLOWER HOUSING

ATTACHING DUST BAG

1. Attach the dust bag to the unit by placing the bag hooks
over the upper and lower crossbars.

2. Slip the neck of the dust bag over the Spin-Pak® until the
tie strap can be pulled tight around the housing neck just
over the bead on the retaining ring. The bead must be
covered.

WARNING: Failure to atlach the front bag hooks to the
lower crossbar can cause premature wear of bag and
neck at the Spin-Pak®. The Spin-Pak® may also break
prematurely due to excessive weight from the bag.

ATTACHING INTAKE HOUSING

1. Insert the hinge bosses on collar of intake housing
behind the hinge rod on front cover assembiy.

2. Swing intake housing to lay flat against front cover
assembly.

3. Secure by placing flatwasher and adjusling knob, on
pivoibolt, over the coliar of intake housing and tightening
adjusting knob.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS
READ SAFETY & OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS BEFORE OPERATING EQUIPMENT

WARMNING: The engine contains NO OIL. Read the Engine
Instruction Manual carefully before operating the VAC-35.
Be sure you know how to start and stop the engine before
proceeding further. Do not start the engine until all assembly
is finished.

Before starting the engine read and undersiand the
following:

1. Be sure your engine crankcase is filled with the proper
type and amount of ail.

2. Spin-Pak® is in place.
3. Dust Bag or Discharge Hose is in place,
4. Intake Housing or Hose Kit is aitached to the Fan Housing.

5. Heavy concentration of sand and gravel should be
avoided. These maierials are exiremely abrasive, and
while the VAC-35 will handle moderate amounts of these
materials, it is not designed for heavy applications.
Because these materials are extremely heavy, only small
amounts should be allowed to collect in the bag because
large amounis cause poor handling and difficuity in
pushing. The VAC-35 is capable of picking up empty tin
cans and blocks of wood, but it was not intended for this
type of service, since tremendous stresses build up as
these pieces pass through the impeller. Treat your VAC-35
with reasonable care and it wili repay you with long
trouble-free service.

B. The VAC-35 will handle most common kinds of debris
found around industrial plants, commercial buildings,
homes and farms. Acid contaminated materials, mag-
nesium, dust and cther DANGEROUS DEBRIS that is
considered hazardous should not be handled with the
VAGC-35 unless approved by a regulating authority con-
sidered to he an expert in the handling of such hazar-
dous materials.

DANGER: Improper use of this equipment may result in
serious injury.

TO STOP ENGINE

The stop switch for the Briggs & Stratton engine on this unit
is operated by the throtile controtlever. To stop engine, back
off on the throttle as far as possible; this works as an
autormatic stop swiich on the engine.

WARNING: Allow engine to cool 2 or 3 minutes before
refueling. Fuel spilled on a hot engine could ignite, resudting
in serioius damage to the unit and possible injury 1o the
operator.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION

The VAC-35 is not equipped with a spark arrestor muftler. If
the VAC-35 is to be used in the state of California, the state
law requires spark arrestor muiflers be used to comply with
Section 4442 of the California Public Resources Code.
Contact your service center and have this muffler installed.
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MAINTENANCE INSTRUCTIONS

DUST BAG CARE

1. To clean the dust bag, turn the bag inside out and reattach
to the unit.

2. Startthe engine and run at full throttle. Lightiy tap the bag
to release the dust trapped in the weave,

3. When the bag is clean, remove itand turm it right side out
again. Reattach to the unit and resume sweeping.

The efficiency of the unit depends on the breathing capacity
of the dust bag. Under extremely dusty conditions the bag
should be emptied and cleaned frequently. Always empty
and ctean bag before storing after use. Debris allowed to
remain in the bag may cause spontaneous combustion,
resulting in an explosion or fire.

LUBRICATION

1. The wheels on the VAC-35 should be checked periodically
to assure proper lubrication is maintained. Grease fit-
tings are located on the hubs of the rear wheels when
lubrication is needed. The smaller frontwheels should be
removed, any grass or dirt cleaned from axle or hole
through hub. Apply a light coat of grease on axles before
replacing wheels.

2. Afew drops of light oil on the throttle control, lever and
cable, will keep it operating smoothly.

3. Refer to engine operating manual for proper lubrication
of the engine.

4. Add oil o the turf wheel assembly at the center where
mounted 1o housing and ends where wheel axles are
assembled.

Discharge Hose Kit: Attaches to exhaust port for leading
debris into truck, container, etc.

Attaches to impelter housing for cleaning debris
from hard-to-reach areas.

Hose Attachment 4" Dia.: 15t length overall, fits ali VAC-35

models. Attaches to impelier housing for cleaning debris
from hard-to-reach areas.

Lumite® Bag: 10 cu. ft. capacity, polypropylene material.
Won't fade, shrink, mildew or rot. Use when gathering damp
or wet material.

Flip-Gate 30" Nose Cone: Allows convenient and adjust-
able intake of larger debris and trash.

24" intake Housing: For sweeping in nairow aisles or in
areas where heavier objects are o be coliected.

36" Iniake Housing: [deal for sweeping lighter weight
debris and in larger, open areas.
